1) Jim and Linda Evans, Winsome, 8/28/11 — “Irene hit NJ about midnight as a
category 1 hurricane about 500 miles across. The eye passed directly over us
starting before dawn and moving further N a few hours later. ....The highest winds
reported here were 75 mph. The water has come up about 3' above normal and has
not overflowed our bulkhead. .... Winsome 1 rode out the blow with pride.....We
have not been aboard yet to see if there were any leaks. No leaks in the house thank

goodness. ..... We got lucky....category 1 is a whole different ballgame than a
category 2 or 3 storm like it was when it crossed the Bahama."

Catskill Marina, 8/28/11 — Jan Dennis forwarded this from a friend, “I don’t know if
any of you have seen Hop-O-Nose and Catskill marinas, but have a look at this, and
go to the Catskill marina on Google Earth and zoom in so you can see just how
many slips are affected. People walking around the Catskill marinas were visibly
upset some of them sobbing a bit.... The amount of debris in the Hudson is
unbelievable.

Fred Stuzel, Chipka Fire, Long Island, 8/28/11 — “In marina on Long Island. Fred &
Sherrie home on pins and needles. Fred said he was going to watch movies all day
Sunday.”

Robert and Rita, MV Magnum Opus, Long Island, 8/30/11 — “We did very well on
Eastern Long Island. We lost power at 5:00am on Sunday and it was restored at
1:00am on Tues. (today) Our backup generator.... powers all the essential things
including the sump pumps in the basement, which never went on. The winds were
about 50-60 mph and we got 4 inches of rain...... The most excitement on our street
was our neighbor’s across the street CO detector went off yesterday afternoon. They
have a backup generator which is behind the house and near a basement window
and the exhaust was pointed at a nearby bush near the side of the house and the
window. The fire dept. was called and they checked out the house and there was a
high level of CO in the house. The neighbor did complain of a headache all day. The
firemen vented the house and she was taken to the hospital as a precaution (she felt
good otherwise). ........ We are all safe and looking forward to picking up Magnum
Opus in Florida in early Nov. and proceeding to the Bahamas.”

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Jan Dennis, on board Roving Seas, Mystic, 8/28/11 — “It actually doesn't feel too
awful on the boat unless I look out. The lines on the boats around us, and | assume
ours, too, looks like threads, and the large ball fenders are blowing like children's
balloons. The tide is high, and we have another hour and a half before high tide.
There is a tornado watch until 11 AM. Just after | emailed you last night, everyone
here was ordered to evacuate immediately, but the boaters assumed that that meant
landlubbers. All in all things look OK on our boat......sort of like crossing the Gulf
Stream without leaving the dock.”

Diane and John Cummings, Duetto, East Haven, 8/30/11 — “We had to evacuate
our cottage in East Haven, CT, so we went to our daughter's house, which is right on
New Haven Harbor.....Our cottage is fine. Our daughter's house is fine as well
because of the direction of the wind during most of the storm. Several houses in the
area did not make out as well, four washed into Long Island Sound and several have
structural damage. East Haven shoreline got hit pretty hard, lots of trees and power
lines down and washed out roads as well. Our CT boat was hauled, so that was
fine...... Most of the area is without power as | write this email, we were very
fortunate to only lose power for an hour early Sunday morning. | think God was
watching over us on this one.”

Ray and Sue Valerie, Last Dance, 8/31/11 — “We hauled the boat because we do
every fall for bottom and sides work anyway..... We stayed aboard. Saturday night
was scary especially when something slammed into the boat pretty hard. Never
found out what it was and no damage anyway. Highest winds were about 70 mph.
The eye went directly over us at 11 am Sunday which coincided with an 11:19 am
astronomical high tide. The flooding was spectacular with a storm surge of 5 or 6 feet
above an 8.7 ft high tide.....Thought it was all over and began shoveling all the
leaves and branches off the boat until about 3pm when a gust of wind out of the west
nearly blew me off the bow. The back side of the storm was dry but it gusted to about



50 for 3 more hours....We lost power for only 3 hours but all the home owners | know
are still without power so they have all become liveaboards for now. Launched the
boat yesterday with all my fall work done.”

1) Paul & Connie Murgo, The Rose, Warwick, 8/28/11 — “Looks like Irene may be
downgraded to a Tropical Storm here, but we’re still watching the surge and tides.
This is a moon tide so it won’t take much to get messy. We plan to drive to the
marina at some point today for a visual check of The Rose. | expect that our lines will
keep us off the dock, and centered in our slip. It will get worse before it gets any
better.”

2) Paul & Connie Murgo, The Rose, Warwick, 8/28/11 — “Well, The Rose is fine after
all. We drove down to the marina at 6pm and the yard looked decent considering the
water had flooded over the bulkhead and about 100 yards back into the property.
...... | think we’ll stay here at the Hampton for another day and then move back on
board. If we don’t have water and power maybe I'll have an excuse to take off for
Block Island later this week assuming Rl sound has quieted down.”

Massachusetts

1) Port Captain Raffi Kassabian& Lisa Kennedy, Gloucester, 8/28/11 - “The
morning high tide is upon us now (11:30am 8/28) & "Windfall" is snug on her very
well protected dock in Smith's Cove; Gloucester, Massachusetts. 42 36.498N 70
39.159W Winds are S to SE; 2.9 - 25kts at the top of our mast. Rainfall; @2", so far.
Perhaps the sun will shine this afternoon.”

While all eyes were on the coast as Irene swirled northward, some of the worst
destruction took place well inland, away from the storm's most punishing winds. In
landlocked Vermont, Gov. Peter Shumlin called it the worst flooding in a century.
Approximately 260 roads in Vermont were closed because of storm damage, along with
about 30 highway bridges.

1) Brenda Baker, Brenda J, Wilmington, 8/28/11 -: If you go on Google and type in
Flooding in Wilmington, Vt., this is where we have a home and you will see the
destruction of a whole town. Our town has been totally washed away. So when folks
complain that officials over reacted in the preparation for the storm they should look
at these pictures. We were worried about our home in NY and our boat who ever
would have thought of Vermont? Even worse than 1938 hurricane and flood, that old
timers still talk about.”
